The E.R. is busy. The intake area is overflowing with

patients. Opening scenes have DOCTORS, NURSES, and 

INTERNS treating multiple patients. Staff members are
coming and going to assist.

-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:
EXT. CLAYTON COUNTY HOSPITAL - STAFF EXIT - 3:00 A.M.
BRANDON HAYES and JOSEPH RENQUIST - INTERNS - walking 

into the staff parking lot --
JOSEPH


Oh boy! That had to be one of the   


busiest nights I’ve ever seen!

BRANDON


You better believe it. This is the 


part of the career commercial they  


don’t tell you about.

JOSEPH




I’m just glad it’s over. Let’s head  




over to CARTER’s for a couple of beers.

BRANDON




Not tonight. These 15hr days are 




starting to wear me down.
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JOSEPH




C’mon man, it’ll help you to unwind! 
BRANDON




Forget about it! Home James!

Exhausted, they get into Joseph’s car reflecting  

on the night --

INT.JOSEPH’S CAR - DRIVING 

JOSEPH




I’ve never seen so many gunshot wounds,




broken bones and stab wounds. Are we in the




middle of a war zone? God, it’s like Iraq!

BRANDON




We’re living in a violent world Jay. 




Crime is at an all time high and 
there’s no place safe to live anymore.
JOSEPH




When my internship is over,  




I’m transferring to Alaska!

Joseph yawns --
BRANDON




Right! With your luck polar bears 




will be doing drive-by’s!
They both laugh --
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JOSEPH




Remind me tonight to...
BRANDON




LOOK OUT JOE!!!

SCREEEEECHHH!!!!! Joseph slams on the brakes and swerves,
but still grazes a MAN --
JOSEPH

(panicked)




I didn’t see him!!



Where did he come from???

BRANDON




I don’t know but we have to get help!

JOSEPH




Who is this guy??

BRANDON




Can’t you tell?? He homeless man!!

The man goes into seizure-like convulsions --
JOSEPH




He’s convulsing Brandon!
BRANDON




Let’s take him to the hospital!
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They get him into the backseat, and speed toward

the hospital --
BRANDON




He’s getting worse Joe! 
We have to get him to the E.R.!
JOSEPH




I’m driving as fast as I can!

Joseph drives up to the E.R. doors. Brandon runs in
and returns with a gurney. The man is convulsing

horribly --
JOSEPH




Hang on man!! Hang on man!!

They rush him in.

INT.HOSPITAL - EMERGENCY ROOM - 3:22 A.M.
DOCTOR’S and INTERN’S run to aide. 

Medical staff work to keep him stable --
INTERN




We’re losing him doctor!!
DOCTOR




Get that I.V. in stack!!
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INTERN




You’re going to be alright, just hold on!

DOCTOR




No!,No!,No!!! Hang on man!!!

He stops moving. 
Blood oozes from his mouth and ears --
INTERN




We lost him.

DOCTOR




God in heaven, what has he been into?
Brandon and Joseph stand in grief --
DOCTOR




JR...Hayes...this man come in on your shift?

JOSEPH




It’s all my fault sir. We were driving




home when...
BRANDON




When we saw him clenching his stomach




convulsing. We pulled over and made the




decision to bring him in.
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DOCTOR




From the looks of him I’d say he was




involved in a hit-and-run and left on 




the side of the road.

BRANDON




He was in bad shape when we got to him




doctor.

Brandon and Joseph look suspiciously at each other --
DOCTOR




Well, it appears the accident was the




least of his condition. He won’t be in




any more pain. You two take care of the




body.
They take the body through the hospital to 

the COOLING BOARD ROOM.
INT.HOSPITAL MORGUE - COOLING BOARD ROOM - 3:45 A.M.
JOSEPH




I appreciate what you said for me




Brandon.

BRANDON




You would have done the same for me right?




Besides, the doctor said the accident was




the least of his condition.
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JOSEPH




Yea but I hit him. I could have...
BRANDON




No Jay! You couldn’t have done anything




more to help him. You did the right thing.




Let it go.
Joseph thinks back the accident --
JOSEPH




Something’s not right Brandon.
BRANDON




What do you mean?

JOSEPH




He was convulsing ‘before’ I hit him.  




I saw his face. He looked terribly




sick.

BRANDON




Now that you mention it, he did appear




to be gagging.

JOSEPH




Gurgling...and his eyes. Something was 




going on before we ran into him.

BRANDON




So you’re saying he could’ve had some 




type of condition...epilepsy maybe?
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JOSEPH




Maybe. He could have been having 




an allergic reaction to something.

BRANDON




It’s not adding up Jay. I’ve never read or




heard about seizures or allergic reactions




concluding so violent!

JOSEPH




I’ll bet it was something else. 




This guy was in pain man! 




He was trying to get help.

BRANDON




So we make a note in our report 




and when they perform the autopsy...
JOSEPH




No!! We’re going to do it!



We’re doing the autopsy right now!

BRANDON




Are you crazy?? That’s violating hospital




procedures! We could lose our jobs




or worse, lose our medical licenses!
JOSEPH




This man was not an epileptic! 




I’m sure of it! I feel it in my gut!




Trust me on this one B.

BRANDON




I don’t know. There’s a lot at risk here!
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JOSEPH




Look! If we find everything normal with 




this guy I’ll take the heat. No need for 




both of us to get thrown under the bus! 




If we find anything out of the norm




I’m going to need you to stay with me




until the end.

BRANDON




(long beat) 



Ok. I’m in. 




Where do we start?

JOSEPH




From the beginning...
-- MONTAGE -- 
SCENES PERFORMING AUTOPSY / RUNNING TESTS.
HOURS ELAPSE... 
-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:
INT.HOSPITAL LABORATORIES - LAB #308 - 7:20 A.M.

Joseph peers through the microscope --
JOSEPH




Right. Then we present our findings to




the CMO and wait for the board to give




us a date.
BRANDON




A date? For what?
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JOSEPH




To accept our Nobel Peace Prize and our




promotions to the Medical Examiner’s Team!

They both laugh --
BRANDON




Alright then. Let’s get started. 




My Shift starts in about 5 hours.

-- DISSOLVE --
-- MONTAGE -- 
SCENES ELAPSE OVER DAYS.
They both work feverishly preparing, recording,

and documenting analysis of the unknown virus.

-- DISSOLVE --
CROSSFADE TO:
INT.CLAYTON COUNTY HOSPITAL - 5th FLOOR OFFICES - 10:55 A.M.
Joseph and Brandon walk confidently. They approach 

the office of CHIEF MEDICAL OFFICER - THOMAS REAGAN.

They knock --
CMO REAGAN

(O.S.)




Come in.
INT. CMO’s OFFICE
JOSEPH




Good morning sir. If you’re not too busy




we’d like to have a moment of your time.
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CMO REAGAN




This is your moment son, so talk.

JOSEPH




Sir, my colleague and I believe we may




have discovered a potential health hazard




to the community and public at large.

CMO REAGAN




Go on.

BRANDON




Sir while performing routine blood and




tissue sample analysis in the labs, we




came across an abnormal micrococcus that




we have no record or file of.

CMO REAGAN

(irritated)




Let’s cut to the chase son! 
I’ve read the reports submitted by your 
supervisor. I find it hard to believe



that such a virus exists, let alone 




uncovered by two precipitant interns!
JOSEPH




But sir we have proof.

CMO REAGAN




Are you implying that there is an unknown




potentially contagious virus active in




Clayton County?
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BRANDON




Sir, we just...
CMO REAGAN

(upset)




If so then why don’t we notify the state,




the C.D.C., and the Pentagon! Hell, let’s




just make ourselves the laughing stock of




the country!!!

JOSEPH




We do have proof sir.

CMO REAGAN
(very upset)



Let’s have it!! My office, 20 minutes!!




Your dismissed!!

The phone rings.

Brandon and Joseph leave hurriedly and go to the labs.
INT. HOSPITAL LABORATORY
Quickly, they gather all evidence to prove their find --
JOSEPH




Brandon you have the samples?

BRANDON




Right here. Let’s go!
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JOSEPH




Wait. I want to scope them once more so



when I see the look on daddy Reagan’s face



I’m going to laugh like a mad scientist,



BWAAAAHAHAHAAAA!!
Joseph loads the sample. No virus!

He loads another. Nothing! --
JOSEPH

(frustrated)




DAMMIT!!

BRANDON




What’s going on Jay??

JOSEPH




I’m not seeing anything! Just blood and




tissue! Type B+ blood and human tissue!

BRANDON




You think someone could have switched




them?

JOSEPH




Doubtful. We were in the labs most 

over the last 3 days and we scoped 
the samples every day.

BRANDON




No Jay, I was too tired yesterday and the 




results from the first 2 nights were the 




same so I assumed the virus was present.
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JOSEPH

(upset)




You assumed?? Damn B!! We’re talking about




the medical find of the decade here and you




assumed it was present???

BRANDON




Calm down, I’m sure there is a logical




explanation for this.

JOSEPH




Logical explanation?? Our jobs are on 




the line here man!!
BRANDON




Now you’re worried about jobs right??
Just then --
HOSPITAL INTERCOM




Attention staff, paging intern Renquist  




and intern Hayes to the CMO’s office, stat...
JOSEPH




Now what?
SMASHCUT TO:

INT.CMO’s OFFICE
CMO REAGAN




Come in.
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JOSEPH




Sir you’re not going to believe this 




but...
CMO REAGAN




Both of you sit down!! Right now!!

They sit --
CMO REAGAN
(calmly)



I know what it is to be young. You want to




leave a mark. Something your peers will




respect. However you two have thrown all




caution to the wind. You’ve violated nearly




every regulation and standard operating




procedure of this hospital.
JOSEPH




What do you mean sir?

CMO REAGAN




I’ve just been informed that you two




performed an unauthorized autopsy on a




body whom we have not yet identified!




You remember John Doe don’t you??
Silence. No answer --
CMO REAGAN




Now stop me if I’m wrong, is this man the




suspected carrier of this unknown virus?
16

BRANDON




Yes sir.

CMO REAGAN




You two risked your medical careers based




upon something you hope to convince me of




today? Fine. Let’s see your virus!

JOSEPH




We don’t have any sir.

CMO REAGAN




You don’t have any? O.K., effective




immediately, both of you are suspended




from duty pending a medical review board




hearing. I would suggest you take this 




time off to think and consider the 




possible harm you could have done. 




Is that clear??

BRANDON




Yes sir.
CMO REAGAN




Is that clear Renquist??

JOSEPH




...Yes sir!!

CMO REAGAN




You’re dismissed.
They both exit.

-- DISSOLVE --
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DISSOLVE TO:

INT.JOSEPH’S APARTMENT - DAYS LATER - 2:30 P.M.

Brandon paces back and forth, then stretches --
JOSEPH



B, this isn’t the track or the gym.




If you keep that up, you’re going




to wear my carpet out!

BRANDON




So you’re o.k. with this?



It’s like the micrococcus was there, 




then it wasn’t! Holy Houdini Batman!!




C’mon Joe I know what I saw!
JOSEPH




Calm down Brandon it’s a done deal now. 




Maybe it was chronic fatigue. Maybe we 



wanted to see something. On that last 



scope I didn’t see anything except blood



and tissue. Unless...
BRANDON




Unless what?
JOSEPH




Hand me those analysis reports.
Brandon passes the files --
JOSEPH




Unless we’re dealing with  




a chameleon virus that morphs!
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BRANDON




A what??
JOSEPH




I was reading about a virus that a combat




training team was exposed to somewhere in




Central America. After a few hours it




takes on the hosts’ cell structure and 




can’t be identified unless you know what




to look for. Pretty mean virus huh?
BRANDON




More like a wicked virus!
JOSEPH




We both know that a virus enters the body




three ways : absorption through the skin,




inhalation, and...
BRANDON




Ingestion!
JOSEPH




Right! So we start by scoping the last



samples again, to include those taken 



from his digestive tract.
BRANDON




The CMO has all the samples by now.
JOSEPH




No. After the first night I took backups.



Measure twice, cut once o.k.?
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BRANDON




Brilliant Joseph!
JOSEPH




Genius my man! We’re going to need help




on the inside. It has to be someone we




can trust.
BRANDON




Do you have anyone in mind?
JOSEPH




I was thinking Dora.
BRANDON




C’mon Jay. You’re still not over her?
JOSEPH




Somebody we can trust right? I trust her.
BRANDON




Alright, let’s do it!
Joseph contacts DORA MARTIN, lab tech. at the Hospital --
DORA




Hospital lab, Dora speaking...
JOSEPH




Hello Dora, it’s Joseph.
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DORA




Thank you for the flowers Joseph.




They were beautiful!
JOSEPH




..uh flowers? Sure, the flowers, right.




I know you really love flowers but listen,




I have a really big favor to ask of you.
DORA




What is it?
JOSEPH




Can you bring me a few samples I left in




the cryo-lab vault a couple of days ago?
DORA




You know I could get into trouble for this,




but since you’re trying so hard I will.
JOSEPH




Thank you. Would you mind bringing them 




to my place, say around six?
DORA




I’ll be there, see you at six.
He hangs up --
BRANDON




What was that all about?
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JOSEPH




It doesn’t matter as long as the samples




get here.
Joseph and Brandon begin to set-up a working lab in his

apartment.

-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO: 
INT.JOSEPH’S APARTMENT - FRONT DOOR - 5:40 P.M.
The doorbell rings, then a knock.

Joseph opens the door --
JOSEPH




Dora! I thought we said...
SMACK!!!!! She slaps his face --
JOSEPH

(shocked)




What was that for!!

DORA

(aggravated)  




For letting me believe you sent those 




flowers. That was cruel Joe!

JOSEPH




I never said I sent them! 




You only thought I did!
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DORA




They were from that dirty old man in room




#258. He’s always pinching and grabbing at 




me, you know the one. AAAAHHHH!
Joseph and Brandon chuckle --
BRANDON




Did you bring the samples?
DORA




Of course I did and you’re going to pay




for that Joe!

BRANDON




Where are they?

DORA




In my car but I’m taking them back  




to the lab! Payback Joe!

JOSEPH




Dora! I’m sorry I misled you 




but I really need those samples.

DORA




First you breakup with me, you don’t speak




to me for 3 weeks, then you get suspended.




Joseph what’s really going on with you?
Joseph explains everything to her. 
They ask for her help to prove their cause of action. 
She agrees. They begin to work through the samples.

-- DISSOLVE --
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CROSSFADE TO:
INT.JOSEPH’S APARTMENT - THE NEXT DAY - 2:15 P.M.

JOSEPH




WAHLAA!! There’s our virus!

BRANDON




Now we can go back to the CMO and get




reinstated! We’re back in the house!!
JOSEPH




Can’t do it. All we have is an illegal




sample of John Doe’s digestive tract.




All the samples from him are void. 




We need something else.

BRANDON




Something else like what? We came across 




the virus only after we hit him.

DORA




You guys hit John Doe?

JOSEPH




It’s a long story. John Doe got his food




from somewhere. I’ll bet if we track down




where he got the food, we’ll find the




source.

BRANDON




The man was homeless! He could’ve eaten




in a number of places. A trash can,




a dumpster, a soup line...
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JOSEPH




Wait a minute, follow me Brandon.



How do homeless people survive?

DORA




If they’re smart by going to all 




the places that give away food.

JOSEPH




Exactly! We need to target some of




the main places around the city.
BRANDON




There are at least a dozen places 




in this county alone!

DORA




Not to mention churches, community centers,




and mobile feeding groups that are set up




to go ‘to’ the homeless.

JOSEPH




I think we should start searching in 




the area where we found John Doe.

DORA




So what are you suggesting? That we 




go door to door questioning people?

JOSEPH




No. But I do have an idea. Brandon and I




can go undercover as homeless. Go to these




places and collect samples. Shouldn’t be




that difficult. A week, two weeks tops!
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BRANDON

(unbelieving)




Have lost your damn mind?? Undercover




homeless?? What are we cops now? 




How are we supposed to be homeless?

JOSEPH




It’s sketchy right now. I hear the 




homeless live in the underground. 




Still I think we can pull it off.

DORA




I don’t know. It sounds dangerous to me.
JOSEPH




I figure we could lay low for a while,




grow some beards, wear some funky clothes.




Then we can just blend right in.

BRANDON




You’re crazy man!

JOSEPH




What else do we have Brandon? This way




we’ll have undeniable proof. We don’t know




how many more people have been exposed.




This is what the medical oath is supposed




to be about, saving lives!
Everyone thinks --
BRANDON




O.K. I’m in. But if at any time 




it gets dangerous, we’re out.
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JOSEPH




I agree. Let’s make a plan.
They begin to plan.
-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:
INT.BRANDON’S APARTMENT - A FEW DAYS LATER - 3:00 A.M.

BRANDON




I still don’t understand why we have to be




in the street this early in the morning.

JOSEPH




We have to fully engulf the role, you know?
BRANDON




You’re into this thing for real.

JOSEPH




We have to make it believable. Oh, once we




get on the street, I think we should split




up. 




BRANDON




If we do that how are we supposed 




to watch each others’ back?

JOSEPH




Together we stick out like Barack Obama at a



Lady-Gaga concert. If we split up we should 




be able to cover more feeding spots.
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BRANDON




Obama at a Lady-Gaga concert. 



Obama might like Gaga.

JOSEPH




Yea right! O.k. we’re on. Remember, every




other day we drop the samples off at my




apartment. Dora will handle it from there.
BRANDON




I’m ready. Are you??
JOSEPH




Let’s go.



(beat) 
Hold up a minute I forgot something.
Joseph opens his gym bag, pulls out a snub nose .38

and shoves it into his crouch --
BRANDON




What’s that for?

JOSEPH




Protection.

BRANDON




Protection?

JOSEPH




It’s better to have it and don’t need it




than to need it and don’t have it.
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BRANDON




That’s some philosophy with a gun.




All I need is this.
Brandon shows him a crucifix around his neck --
JOSEPH




How are you supposed to stop somebody




with that?

BRANDON




It’s not the cross itself genius, 




it’s Who was on the cross!!

JOSEPH




Enough said. Let’s go.
Shortly after leaving the apartment Joseph and Brandon
enter the streets of Midtown Detroit.
-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:
EXT.STREETS OF MIDTOWN DETROIT - DAYBREAK
Dawn in midtown.

Joseph experiences homelessness.

EXT.OFFICE BUILDING DOORWAY - MIDTOWN
SECURITY OFFICER




Wake up buddy! Rise and shine. 




It’s a brand new day!
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JOSEPH

(groggy)




Huh?? What? What time is it?

SECURITY OFFICER




It’s early. Time to move on.

JOSEPH




Alright. O.k. sir.
He gets up and walks in the direction of MIDTOWN PARK.

The park near to where they hit John Doe.
CUT TO:
EXT.MIDTOWN PARK - 8:30 A.M.
Brandon makes his way toward a group of men --
BRANDON




Hey man! Where can I get something to eat?
HOMELESS MAN #1




Are you new around here?

HOMELESS MAN #2




Must be, I ain’t never seen him.

BRANDON




I’m just trying to get something to eat.
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HOMELESS MAN #2




Feeding don’t start until 9:00 but you




can chill with us. We’re headed that way




at 8:45.

BRANDON




Thanks.

CUT TO:
EXT.MIDTOWN - STUART AVE. - MORNING

Walking, Joseph sees a BAG LADY at a busy intersection --
JOSEPH




Hey! Let me help you with that!
He runs over to assist --
BAG LADY




It’s o.k., I’ve got it.
JOSEPH




No. I insist.
BAG LADY




You insist? I haven’t heard that in awhile.



You can’t be from around here. Usually,




it’s some weirdo trying to run off with my




stuff. Nobody can have my stuff!
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JOSEPH




I wouldn’t do that. I‘m just trying to help.




Excuse me mam’, but where would be the




nearest place to eat around here?

BAG LADY




There’s a number of restaurants around




Midtown.

JOSEPH




Well, you see I’m kind of homeless right




now and...
BAG LADY




Son, is there something else I can help




you with? Because you’re sure as hell not




homeless!

JOSEPH



(beat)



Is it that obvious?

BAG LADY




As polite as you were, I knew something




wasn’t right. Then I looked at your hands.




Clean soft hands. Clipped nails. And your




clothes. What did you do, pull them out of




your hamper?

Joseph sheepishly smiles --
JOSEPH




Well actually...yes, I did!
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BAG LADY




The final giveaway was your face. 




It’s too clean! Son, the streets are not 




on you, in your skin! If you’re homeless




then I’m the Mayor of Detroit!

JOSEPH




O.k. I’m busted! I still need your help, 




if it’s alright with you?

BAG LADY




Are you a reporter? Doing one of those 




magazine stories about the homeless?

JOSEPH




Something like that. Right now I’m more




about researching the feeding places for




the homeless.

BAG LADY




That shouldn’t be hard. A few places




still feed, most have closed down.




But then there’s the main soup kitchen,




‘SOMEPLACE LIKE HOME.’ By the way, my




name is RUTH.
She extends her hand --
JOSEPH




Nice to meet you Ruth.  




My name is Joseph Renqu...
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RUTH




No, no!!! No last names!! 




That way it never gets personal. 



Never personal on the streets!

JOSEPH




Fine. I’m Joe.
RUTH




Pleased to meet you Joe. 
Let’s walk awhile.

Walking through Midtown, Ruth talks. Joseph listens.

-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:
EXT.SOMEPLACE LIKE HOME - SOUP KITCHEN - 11:55 A.M.
Brandon stands in line awaiting the soup kitchen

to open. Parked is a SALVATION ARMY BLOODMOBILE

screening potential donors.

He searches for Joseph --
BRANDON




Sure are a lot of people in line today.

MAN IN LINE




It’s always like this when 




first of the month is close.

BRANDON




What’s the deal on the Bloodmobile?
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MAN IN LINE




Every couple of weeks or so they come out




and do free Aids tests. They also let 




you know if you qualify to give plasma.



I could use that 100 bucks a month,



you know?
BRANDON




Yea I do.
12 Noon. The doors open and crowds of people enter

Someplace Like Home - Detroit’s largest soup kitchen.
INT.SOUP KITCHEN - MAIN DINING AREA
- CAMERA PAN -
Brandon is overwhelmed. A mass feeding.

Serving lines on four sides distributing trays

of food. Just then --

JOSEPH




Hey Brandon!!!
He looks around -- 
JOSEPH




I’ve been trying to get your attention




since you came through the door.

BRANDON

(bewildered)




It’s noisy man. Look at all these people!




I never knew so many had it so bad.
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JOSEPH




That’s why it’s important that we do what




we came to do. We better get in line.
In awe, they witness the soup kitchen’s feeding.

-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:

EXT. SOMEPLACE LIKE HOME - FRONT DOORS
Sometime later, they leave with samples --
JOSEPH




I’ve got some info on some other 




places from Ruth and...
BRANDON




Who’s Ruth?

JOSEPH




I’ll fill you in on the way. 




Let’s go to one or two more spots 




then back to the apartment.

BRANDON




Sounds good.
In passing the Bloodmobile Brandon notices 

a phlebotomist, TRA’ KELLY. 

He quickly turns away and walks --
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TRA’



Brandon? Is that you?
BRANDON




Keep moving Jay! I don’t want 




her to see me!
JOSEPH




She already has B!
They hurry to the corner of the building, then sprint. 

Into an alley they duck --
JOSEPH




Brandon!
BRANDON




What??
JOSEPH




Why are we running??
BRANDON




Because I didn’t want her to see me!
JOSEPH




Who? Who is that??
BRANDON




Tra’ Kelly. A girl I met at a community




blood drive. She’s pretty hot right?
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JOSEPH




Yes she is but why are we running away?
BRANDON




I couldn’t let her see me like this!




What would I tell her?
JOSEPH




The truth man! Let’s go.
Out of the alley they walk.

-- DISSOLVE --
-- MONTAGE -- 

SCENES FROM DAY 2, DAY 5, DAY 9.

Collecting samples, researching, investigating.

-- DISSOLVE -- 
DISSOLVE TO:
INT.CLAYTON COUNTY HOSPITAL - ANALYSIS LABS - 1:00 P.M.
Dora uses an electron microscope --
DORA




OH MY GOD!!
She views another sample then cross references previous

analysis documentation --
DORA
(to herself)



What in the world have you guys 




stumbled across?

INT.SOUP KITCHEN - FOOFD DIRECTOR’S OFFICE - 1:45 P.M.
Nervous and very worried, kitchen director DAN McINTYRE

sits at his desk. Someone knocks --

(irritated)




You have no right to continue this! 




It’s against the peoples human rights, 




civil rights, and I’m sure this is 




against the law!
KIRKLAND




We ‘are’ the law Dan!
They sit down --
BURROWS




When we compile enough research data 




for what we need, we’ll let you know.
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McINTYRE




This is insane!! How can you treat 




innocent people like this!!

BURROWS




Look Dan, 3 months ago when this soup line




was about to go under we stepped in and


     
gave you all the funding you needed to




stay in operation.

McINTYRE




90 Days Burrows!! It was supposed to be 




for only 90 Days!! That’s it! That’s what 




we agreed upon!!

KIRKLAND




Is that what you’re upset about Dan, time?




When the CIA took over this kitchen time




as you know it ceased to exist!

McINTYRE




Took over? You people are barbaric!!




Using United States citizens as lab rats!




Guinea pigs!!
Kirkland chuckles --
BURROWS




The initial time allotment was 90 Days.




However our team of scientists were




making so much progress we needed more




time for developmental analysis.
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McINTYRE




How much more time??
BURROWS




Like I said, we’ll let you know.
McIntyre picks up the phone and begins to dial --
McINTYRE




I’m going to the media with this. The




state must know about this. I’ll just




tell them...
KIRKLAND

(angry)




Tell them what McIntyre?? That you cut



a deal to allow the CIA to test a viral



experimental wartime drug in food given  




to the homeless??
BURROWS




I can read the headlines now...



‘Food Service Director pockets cash and 




allows experimental drug tests!’ News at 11!
He slowly hangs up the phone --
BURROWS




Look Dan, if you scratch our back we’ll




scratch yours. A little more time and the




analysis will be complete. The testing 




will cease and everything will be back to 




normal.
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They both stand --
KIRKLAND




What’s the big deal Dan? It’s just a bunch




of homeless people anyway. As far as the 




state is concerned, they don’t even count!
They both leave.
CUT TO:

EXT.MIDTOWN PARK - 4:35 P.M. - DAY 12
JOSEPH




That’s it bro. We got enough samples 




for today. It’s a wrap!

BRANDON




Listen to you sounding like you’re 




from the ‘hood!

JOSEPH




I’m staying in character my-man!

BRANDON




How’s Dora coming with the analysis?

JOSEPH




Last time we talked she was looking into




something big. She has some friends at




Walter Reid Hospital working with her.
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BRANDON




Great.




(beat)

Man, I’ll be glad when this is over.
JOSEPH




I know that’s right! I dream 




of the day Chief apologizes.
BRANDON




So do I. Really, I just want...
He stops to take a breath --
JOSEPH




What’s up B?

BRANDON




I just want to get back to my life. 




It’s like a different world out here.

JOSEPH




I know. Look at them. Wandering from place




to place in nomadic fashion. All races.



All nationalities. Bound and brought




together by one thing...homelessness.

BRANDON




I spoke with a guy who has a Masters in




structural designing. Another graduated




#2 in his law class. Still another guy




mentioned he’d taught at MIT for 3 years.
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JOSEPH




You believe all that?

BRANDON




Jay, I’ve been around and trust me, 




these guys are what they say they are.

JOSEPH




What’s going on out here?

BRANDON




I guess some fell on hard times. Others




traumatized by a death or something.




Some have just given up on life.
JOSEPH




Given up on life?? That’s crazy!

BRANDON




It’s true. Some just rely on the system.




That way there’s no need to be responsible




or held accountable for things like rent,




car notes, insurance. Nothing. Just wake up




and exist.

JOSEPH




Wandering from place to place?




What kind of life is that?

BRANDON




The simple life Jay. There are enough spots




that feed in Clayton county alone to survive. 




My biggest worry would be did I get enough 



food between the last feeding of the day



and the first feeding of tomorrow.
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JOSEPH




What about all that walking?

BRANDON




If I have no income and I’m hungry 




enough, I don’t mind the walk.

JOSEPH




You’ve got this whole homeless thing




figured out don’t you?

BRANDON




Just an assessment of what I’ve seen.

JOSEPH




I’m sure it would be hard for me to get




used to a life like this.
BRANDON




Please! You’ve only been out here about




2 weeks and you’re talking like you’re




from the hood’.

JOSEPH




Like I said, I’m in character!

BRANDON




Right!
SMASHCUT TO:
INT. DORA’S APARTMENT - EVENING
On the phone, Dora reviews the analysis --
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DORA

(on-the-phone)




...so you’re saying a medical research team



uncovered a peculiar viral strain during a



U.S. military combat training exercise in




Central America...when?...two years ago...



modified microorganisms...similar virus?



...are you in front of your laptop?...send



me all the data.

Moments later, Dora’s receives the data.

She reviews it --
DORA




Jesus Christ!!...
The data reads : MIND CONTROL AGENT 03-142-1-Q

                 Neurological Viral Agent /

                 Experimental NMCA Nerve Agent
DORA

(cont.)




...let me get back with you.
She hangs up --
DORA




I have to let the guys know 




they’re in danger.

CUT TO:
EXT.STREETS OF MIDTOWN - 10:00 P.M.
Joseph and Brandon walk and discuss the next move --
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JOSEPH




I’ll contact Dora in a couple of days 




and find out what she’s got.
BRANDON




Alright.




(beat)

The sky looks clear.




A perfect night for a midnight stroll.
JOSEPH




That would be nice.

BRANDON




You and Dora thinking about 




getting back together?

JOSEPH




I don’t know. Dora has a lot  




of issues to work out.

BRANDON




And you don’t?
They laugh --
JOSEPH




What about you and that new girl?




What’s her name again?

BRANDON




Tra’. Tra’Kelly.
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JOSEPH




That’s her.

BRANDON




We’ve only been out a few times  




but she could be the one.

JOSEPH




Whoa! The one?

BRANDON




I know right? Mr.& Mrs.Hayes.



How does that sound?
JOSEPH




Is it that serious?

BRANDON




Yea it is. But right now 




we’ve got other priorities.

Walking, they come to an intersection --
JOSEPH




Why don’t you give her call? I’m sure 




she’s wondering what’s up with you.
BRANDON




You’re right, I will.



What’s the plan for tomorrow?
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JOSEPH




Same routine tomorrow. Oh, I’ll be



rolling with some of the HOMEBOY’s




from FACTORY STREET. There’s an old 




MACHINE SHOP we use as a cathole.

BRANDON




There you go again with the street talk.

JOSEPH




You got it bro! Stay in character! 
Later.

They split up for the evening.

Brandon walks to a pay-phone. He dials Tra’s number --
TRA’



Hello...
BRANDON




Hi Tra’. It’s me, Brandon...
TRA’



Sorry, but I’m not in right now.  




At the sound of the tone, you know



what to do...BEEEEP!
Brandon hangs up.

-- DISSOLVE --
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DISSOLVE TO:
INT.SOUP KITCHEN - MAIN DINING AREA - 12:20 P.M.
Brandon scans the kitchen. No Joseph.

He notices two UNFAMILIAR MEN --
HOMELESS MAN




Hey brother, can you get me another tray




with this ticket? I’m really hungry today




man.

BRANDON




I can do that.

Brandon grabs the ticket, and goes into the bathroom.

INT.SOUP KITCHEN - BATHROOM

Brandon stashes the samples and turns to leave when

Suddenly...
BRANDON




SHIT! Sorry man, I didn’t see you.

Brandon bumps into one of the new men coming in.
Brandon walks out --
INT.SOUP KITCHEN - TRAY SERVING LINE

As Brandon gets in line he notices the other new man.   

Brandon gets a tray and walks over to a table --
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BRANDON




Here you go.

HOMELESS MAN




Thanks man. You want some of this?

BRANDON




I’m good, thanks anyway.

Moments later, Brandon goes to retrieve his samples.

INT.SOUP KITCHEN - BATHROOM

He looks. They’re gone! He hurries back out --
INT.SOUP KITCHEN - MAIN DINING AREA

Brandon scans the kitchen. The two new men are gone. 

He leaves. 

CUT TO:
EXT.FACTORY STREET - MACHINE SHOP - 2:10 P.M.

Joseph and FOUR HOMELESS MEN crawl through 
a broken out window.
INT.MACHINE SHOP - BAY AREA

HOMELESS MAN #1




Welcome to our humble abode! As you can




see, we have all the comforts of home!
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Joseph looks around. Rats scurry in a side office.

A 5 gallon bucket in the corner is a toilet --
JOSEPH




The North Side waterfront this is not!
HOMELESS MAN #2

(angry)




What?? You too good for our spot?

JOSEPH




I didn’t say that, I meant...
HOMELESS MAN #1




What did you mean chump???

HOMELESS MAN #3




O.k. fellas let’s be cool. He didn’t mean




nothing. Anyway, I got this fresh batch of




shine’ straight from the bottoms!

He shows them two, gallon milk jugs filled with

moonshine --
HOMELESS MAN #3




Oh yea! We ‘bout to get high and tight




before the last feeding homeboy’s.
HOMELESS MAN #2




Are you with us dude??

JOSEPH




Yea I’m down with it.
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They sit and drink.

-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:
INT.MACHINE SHOP - BAY AREA - 4:45 P.M.
They sit and tell war stories. Joseph is buzzed -- 
JOSEPH




...anyway, that’s when I decided 




to become a doctor.

HOMELESS MAN #4




You were a doctor? You look too damn 




young to be no doctor!

JOSEPH




It’s the truth. I’m an intern at 




Clayton County hospital right now!

HOMELESS MAN #2




I was going to be a doctor but when I 




transferred schools my scholarship got




all messed up.

HOMELESS MAN #1




You a damn lie!! The only school that you




ever went to was the school of hard knocks.




Then on to the professional wine tasters




association!!

They all laugh hard --
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HOMELESS MAN #2

(angry)




So what you saying?? 
I ain’t smart enough to be no doctor??
HOMELESS MAN #1




All I’m saying is that when they were




passing out brains at school you missed




that day!!

They all laugh, really hard --
HOMELESS MAN #2

(violently angry)




Joker don’t you know I’ll kill you???
He pulls out a knife.

They begin to circle each other --
HOMELESS MAN #2




Who’s smart now Joker??

HOMELESS MAN #1




C’mon man!! Be cool!!

HOMELESS MAN #2




Yea!!! That’s right!!! That’s why I had to




quit school in the first grade ‘cause the




teacher said ‘go outside for recess’ and I




said ‘I don’t play!’
Joseph tries to calm the men down --
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JOSEPH




Everybody just be cool.  
We don’t want 5-0 up in here!

HOMELESS MAN #4




Yea that’s right!! Think about it man!!

Homeless man #1 picks up a 2x4 --
HOMELESS MAN #1




C’mon if you’re bad!!! C’mon!!!

He swings. Joseph ducks. Then, AAAAGGHHHHHH!!!! 

Off balance, Joseph gets pushed into the knife!

He falls to his knees --
HOMELESS MAN #4




DAMMIT!!! See what you did?? 

HOMELESS MAN #2




It ain’t my fault!!! He got too close!!!

HOMELESS MAN #1




We got to get outta’ here!!!

They roll up sleeping bags, grab backpacks and run.

-- DISSOLVE --
CROSSFADE TO:
EXT.MIDTOWN - CLAYCO PLASMA CENTER - 4:50 P.M.
Brandon walks in. 
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INT.PLASMA CENTER - INTAKE LOBBY
INTAKE NURSE




I’m sorry sir but we’ve already 
accepted our last donors for today.
BRANDON




I’m not here to donate. 
I’m here to see Tra’ Kelly.

INTAKE NURSE




And you are?

BRANDON




Brandon Hayes. Please, it’s urgent.

She goes to a side office. 

Minutes later, Tra’ comes out --
TRA’



Brandon what’s going on with you?

BRANDON




Is there someplace we can talk?

TRA’



I’ll be off-duty in 10 minutes. 




Wait for me in my car.
She hands him the keys.
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CUT TO:

EXT.PLASMA CENTER - EMPLOYEE PARKING - 5:00 P.M.

Tra’ comes out gets in and drives -
TRA’



O.k. Brandon talk to me. Exactly what kind 




research are you doing and why do you look 




like you’ve been living on the street?




Who was that guy with you and why were  




you eating at the soup kitchen?

BRANDON




Whoa! One thing at a time Tra’! 




(beat)




The truth is, about 3 weeks ago 
Joe and I ran into this homeless guy... 
TRA’



Who’s Joe??

BRANDON




The guy you saw me with 




at the soup kitchen.
TRA’



Why did you guys run?

BRANDON




Tra’ I really need you to hear me. 




We performed an autopsy on a John Doe




we ran into and uncovered some strange 




virus in his blood and tissue.
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TRA’



Brandon, for about the last 6 months




the plasma we’ve received from some  




of the regular donors has been weird.

BRANDON




Weird like how?

TRA’



The cell counts were screwed up and blood 




activity was abnormal. Afterwards we sent 




random split samples away for analysis.  




The results always came back negative.

BRANDON




That explains it! After about 2-3 days of




recording data our samples were negative




also. I’m not sure what we’re dealing




with but there has to be a connection!

TRA’



What can I do to help?

BRANDON




Put together everything you can from the




last year of all active donors. With the




analysis Dora has we should be able to




locate this thing and start working on a




vaccine.
TRA’



O.k. Brandon. Who’s Dora and how do I




contact her?
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BRANDON




She’s a lab tech. at the hospital. She’s



been working with us since Joe and I were




suspended. Here’s her number and address.

TRA’



How are you dealing with that?

BRANDON




One day at a time. Joe and I kind of got




ahead of ourselves. This man’s condition




was severe when we took him to the E.R.




and...
TRA’



Brandon, what’s this all about?

BRANDON



I don’t think you want to know.

TRA’



Try me.

BRANDON




Here’s my theory. Over the past year the




city has been submitting bills to state




legislature in an effort to control the 




homeless population. With the closings




of two area hospitals Clayton County has




had to handle the increased volume. Our




E.R., trauma unit, and ICU are always at




capacity. 47% of the people being treated




at ClayCo are homeless, jobless, or without




any medical coverage.
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TRA’



How does the city and the state tie in




to all of this?

BRANDON




I was reading about how officials during




the ‘96 Olympics were giving homeless men,




women and children one-way tickets to




anywhere in the country.

TRA’



What sense did that make?

BRANDON




Think about it. It reduced the homeless




populous while making room in the city




to build living quarters for the athletes.




The people who accepted the flights more




than likely were still homeless, just in




different parts of the country.

TRA’



That’s sad.
(beat)

You think Detroit might be



planning something like that?

BRANDON




No. With the crime rate the highest it’s 




been in years and leading the nation, 




I’m thinking something worse.

TRA’



My God what could be worse?
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BRANDON




Manufacture a virus that when taken into




the bloodstream would produce seizure like




complications and after 3 days would be




virtually undetectable.
Tra’ drives into Midtown --
TRA’



Are you serious? That would mean the city




is killing innocent people!

BRANDON




What I’m saying is the city may be testing




a new form of population control.

TRA’



We have to go to the authorities with this.

BRANDON




We’re going to need proof. 




Something tangible and concrete.

TRA’



What about the news? Let’s take what you




already have to the stations?

BRANDON




Report something like this too early




I’m certain whomever is behind it will




disappear!
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TRA’



How long before we’ll have something 




to present as evidence?

BRANDON




Joe and I are due to contact Dora tomorrow




for an update. I’ll let her know you’ll




be coming to the lab.

TRA’



What then?
BRANDON




Put what you have with all Dora 




gives you and make backup disks.  




Measure once, cut twice.

TRA’



What??

BRANDON




Never mind. I’ll meet you at the center




around 5:00. I think what we have is




enough. Let me out right here.

She pulls over --
BRANDON




One more thing. Be careful. You’re the




only one I trust, so watch your back.
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TRA’



Brandon take care of yourself out there.

BRANDON




I will.
He gets out. Brandon walks into the park.

-- Dissolve --
DISSOLVE TO:
EXT.MIDTOWN PARK - PICNIC AREAS - DUSK
People are gathering in the picnic areas.

No sign of Joseph --
BRANDON




What’s all this about?
HOMELESS WOMAN




Folks want to be sure they have a place




to sit when the food comes.

BRANDON




The food must really be good.

HOMELESS WOMAN




It’s the best! Stick around, you’ll see!

Curiously Brandon watches more people gather in the park.

Soon, two BLACK SUV’s are seen driving across the park

into the picnic areas.
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EXT.PARK PICNIC AREA - PICNIC TABLES
The SUV’s come to an abrupt stop.
The tailgates swing open. 

Men quickly exit each vehicle, setting up tables --
BRANDON




Wow! These guys don’t fool around.
He notices speakers being placed atop the SUV’s --
BRANDON




What in world is that?

HOMELESS MAN




C’mon brother, they feed you 




as much as you want!
Soothing music blares from the speakers.

Brandon gets in line --
BRANDON




Can I have two sausage dogs?
The server nods --
BRANDON




What about two beef burgers?
Again the server nods --
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BRANDON




Beautiful night isn’t it?
The server nods.
Puzzled, Brandon takes the food.

Shortly he notices a peculiar mood --
BRANDON




Say man, are they still feeding?
Sitting next to him a homeless man nods, 

never raising his head --
BRANDON




Do they ever run out of food?

The man shakes his head no and continues to eat.

As the feeding continues, a zombie like state 

appears amongst the people -- 
BRANDON




Where in the hell is Joe?
-- DISSOLVE --
CROSSFADE TO:
EXT.MIDTOWN PARK - THE PICNIC AREA - MORNING
Brandon wakes up. The SUV’s are gone and people are

sprawled everywhere. From a distance, a woman pushes 

a shopping cart --
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BRANDON

(shouting)




Excuse me!! Excuse me mam’!!!
She continues to walk. He runs over to her --
BRANDON




Excuse me but what happened here?
RUTH




When the Men-in-Black come, it’s always




like this afterwards.
BRANDON




What? Who? I mean, the Men-in-Black??
RUTH




They started coming around in those trucks




about three or four months ago when the




soup kitchen was about to close.
BRANDON




I remember seeing something about that on




the news.
RUTH




Yes sir. Those trucks started showing up




and feeding in the park every other day.
BRANDON




I’m curious. How did the Soup kitchen




manage to stay open?
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RUTH




Some anonymous charity paid all the bills




before they got closed down.
BRANDON




But before that, the Men-in-Black just




started coming around?
RUTH




That’s right. Driving crazy, playing that




loud music with that strange food. I’m




telling you, there’s something in the food




they bring.
BRANDON




You think there might be something in food?
RUTH




I’m sure is in it. I ate from them once 




and before I could finish my plate I felt




woozy, like I had drank a 1/2 pint of rum!
Brandon listens intently --
RUTH




Normally I don’t eat at any of the feeding




places around town. I get enough from the




restaurants downtown. But the Men-in-Black




were new and their set up was clean. 




I thought I might try it.
BRANDON




So after you tried the food, 
you never ate from them again?
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RUTH




Never. I’ve been trying to tell folks that




there is something in that food. It seems




like after everyone eats the food they’re




staggering around drunk, falling out in




the grass.
BRANDON




Like this?
Brandon points to the park --
RUTH




Exactly. Once there was more than this.



Then the kitchen opened back up and not




so many people come out anymore.
BRANDON




Mam’ I need your help. I’m sorry, 




my name is Brandon Hay...
RUTH




No, no!!! No last names!! 




I’m Ruth, glad to meet you Brandon.
BRANDON




O.k. Ruth, we’ll keep this informal.




What else can you tell me about the




Men-in-Black?
RUTH




What else is there to tell? They show up,




they feed, they leave. Wait a minute, I




remember once a woman started vomiting, 




throwing up everywhere after she had eaten.
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BRANDON




What happened to her?

RUTH




She was shaking all over and screaming.




It looked like a seizure to me. She was



6 months pregnant too. What a shame.

BRANDON




Anybody know where she is now?
RUTH




The Men-in-Black grabbed her, threw her




into one of the trucks and whisked her




away.

BRANDON




That’s all?

RUTH




That’s it. Haven’t seen her since.

BRANDON




Let me be honest with you. I think there




is something in the food too, but I can’t




prove it right now. That’s what my research




out here is all about.

RUTH




Research like your friend Joe?

BRANDON




Wow. I guess my cover is blown huh?
69

RUTH




I wouldn’t say that. With Joe, I read him




like a book soon as I met him. With you, it




took me a minute then I remembered seeing




you two together in the park about 3 weeks




ago.
BRANDON




We had just come out. Say, have




you seen Joe anywhere today?
RUTH




Not since yesterday. He was with




four troublemakers I call ‘bad news’.




They all hang out over on 6th street.
BRANDON




Thanks Ruth. If you see him, 




tell him I’m looking for him.
SMASHCUT TO:
INT.CLAYTON COUNTY HOSPITAL - LOBBY - MID-MORNING
Tra’ walks into the lobby --
TRA’



Can you tell me where the labs are?
RECEPTIONIST




Sure. 3rd floor, rooms 305-308.
70

INT.THIRD FLOOR - HALLWAY - NEARING LAB #305
Tra’ notices a SUITED MAN outside the lab.

She detours into lab #306 and listens in on the

conversation in lab #305 --
AGENT #1




This is it?? You’re sure you 




don’t have any more data??

DORA




I told you this is all I have.

AGENT #1




Why don’t I believe you Dora?
DORA




See for yourself, it’s all I have.

Dora’s cellphone rings --
DORA




Hello?

INTERCUT TO:
INT.HOSPITAL LOBBY

Tra’ walks casually through the lobby --
TRA’



Girlfriend, it’s Tra’. 
Do you have that recipe for me??
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INTERCUT TO:

INT.LAB #305
DORA




You know I do girl! Let yourself in, 




you know where it is in the kitchen.
INTERCUT TO:
EXT.HOSPITAL FOYER / FRONT DOORS
TRA’



I got it Dora!

She hangs up.
Tra’ goes to her car and quickly drives off.
INT.HOSPITAL - THIRD FLOOR - LAB #305
The Government agents violently search the lab 

for any traces of data --
AGENT #1




You two, crash all the hard drives on these




laboratory systems and you, take the other




agent and head over her apartment.
The agents move out.
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SMASHCUT TO:
EXT.DORA’S APARTMENT
Tra’ breaks a window and enters.
INT.DORA’S APARTMENT - STUDY
Tra’ searches, then finds a disk labeled J.B. virus.

She loads the disk --
TRA’
(to herself)



Neurological Viral Nerve Agent...



Mind Control Agent : 03-142-1-Q...
She reads further --
TRA’
(to herself)



Test Results to Date : Nerve Agent still




very unstable! Test subjects experience




violent complications. Casualties have




occurred - Collateral Damage : 4.32%



(beat) 
My God!!
INT.DORA’S APARTMENT - STUDY

She hears a car door slam.
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EXT.DORA’S APARTMENT

Two agents walk to the front door. They pick the lock 

and go in. Tra’ sneaks out to her car and drives off. 

Seconds later, the agents running out of the apartment

with weapons drawn, scan the parking lot.
-- DISSOLVE --
CROSSFADE TO:
EXT.FACTORY STREET - MACHINE SHOP - 11:40 A.M.
Brandon approaches the machine shop and notices 

a row of windows ajar. He climbs through one.
INT.MACHINE SHOP - OPEN BAYS
Brandon slowly walks through --
BRANDON

(shouting)




Joseph!! Where are you man??
Searching from bay to bay, he sees a sliding bay door.

He opens it and goes in --
BRANDON




Joseph!! Hey Joseph!!
Shockingly, he sees a pair of legs sticking out from

between a row of toolboxes and old machinery --
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BRANDON




OH GOD NO!! Jay!!!
He runs over. It’s Joseph. He checks Joseph’s vital signs.
He sees the stab wound. Continuing, he finds the gun --
BRANDON

(solemnly)




Better to have it and don’t need it, than




to need it and don’t have it, right Joe?
He takes the gun and leaves.
SMASHCUT TO:
EXT.FACTORY STREET - MACHINE SHOP - 2:45 P.M.
Police, firefighters, and a coroners unit surround
the machine shop and secure the area. Brandon stands
with TWO OTHER MEN, watching from afar --
MAN #1




Looks like somebody went bad. 




What happened?
BRANDON




Cops say somebody was stabbed.
MAN #2




That’s crazy! Those guys have been in that




cathole for weeks! They were all supposed




to be cool!
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MAN #1




Yea, until they start drinking that ‘shine.




Those boys clown real bad once they get it




in ‘em.
BRANDON




Who do you think stabbed that guy?
MAN #2




I don’t know. Lil Bo and Junior been 




in and out of that hole for months.
MAN #1




Lil Bo?? He’s a psycho anyway! If they




didn’t do it, I know they know who did!
BRANDON




Lil Bo and Junior huh?
MAN #1




C’mon let’s roll. The soup kitchen 




closes in 15 minutes.

Yea we will, I got us a ride.
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CUT TO:
INT.SOUP KITCHEN - MAIN DINING AREA - 2:50 P.M.
Sitting with the two men they eat.

Brandon gets his sample --
MAN #2




What’s wrong dude you not hungry?
BRANDON




I’m just bagging mine for later.
MAN #1




You gonna’ eat that applesauce?
BRANDON




You want it? Go ahead.
FOUR MEN walk into the kitchen --
MAN #2




There’s Lil Bo and Junior,
coming in late.
MAN #1




Cops probably stopped them 




to find out what they know.
They walk through the line and get trays. 

Junior goes into the bathroom. Brandon follows.
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INT.SOUP KITCHEN - BATHROOM
Junior stands at a urinal --
BRANDON




Drain the lizard right?
Junior never looks up.

Suddenly, Brandon bum rushes him and grabs him 

in a choke hold --
BRANDON

(angry)




Who killed Joseph??? Was it you Junior??




Or was it Lil Bo??
JUNIOR

(gagging)




No man!! Let me go!!

BRANDON




Who did it?? You better tell me  




who before I break your neck!!
Lil Bo walks in --
JUNIOR




Bo!!! Help me man!!!

Lil Bo starts toward them. Brandon pushes Junior into him

and pulls the gun --
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BRANDON




Somebody better start talking!!



Who killed Joe??
No answer. He cocks the gun --
BRANDON

(loudly)




Don’t make me repeat myself!!!




Who killed Joe???
LIL BO




(beat) 
We were all in the hole drinking




and TEE pulled a knife.
BRANDON




Tee?? Who the hell is Tee??
LIL BO




A little skinny punk from Flint.




Me and Tee were going at it, 




then Tee stabbed him.
BRANDON




For no reason?
JUNIOR




Yea, for no reason man!
BRANDON




Shut-up Junior!! I don’t believe it!!




Where’s Tee right now???
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Silence --
BRANDON




I said where the hell is Tee???
LIL BO




Probably on his way back to Flint.




I know I would be.
Brandon slowly backs out of the bathroom --
LIL BO




Don’t get caught slippin’ 




on the streets dude!
INT.SOUP KITCHEN - MAIN DINING AREA - 3:07 P.M.
Brandon walks toward the door and stops suddenly.

The two new men from the other day stand out front.
He turns, then slips through the serving area and 
out a service entrance.
EXT. SOUP KITCHEN - SERVICE ENTRY  
BRANDON




Hey!! Which way are you guys going??

Brandon runs and hops into the truck bed.

The two men watch from a distance.
-- DISSOLVE --
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DISSOLVE TO:
EXT.MIDTOWN STREETS - 3:35 P.M.
Two blocks from the Plasma center the truck stops.

Brandon gets out --
BRANDON




Thanks guys, later.
He begins to walk toward the center. 

Brandon suspects he’s being followed --
BRANDON




Excuse me sir, is there a blue Ford, with




two gentlemen, parked on this side of the




street?
MAN




Hmmm. Blue Ford, two men, sunglasses, one




smoking. Yep, they’re parked.
BRANDON




Thanks.
Brandon peers into a shop window. He walks away.  

Suddenly...he begins to run! 
CUT TO:
EXT.PLASMA CENTER - BACK DOOR 
Brandon slips through an employee entrance.
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INT.PLASMA CENTER - CLINICAL DONATING AREA
BRANDON

(shouting)




Where’s Tra’ Kelly?? Where is she??
She comes out of a side office --
TRA’
(panicked)




Brandon something is wrong. I went to the




hospital and government agents where there




questioning Dora. Not to mention a couple




of detectives just left here looking for




you and Joseph.

BRANDON




Joseph is dead.

TRA’



What??

BRANDON




I found him on Factory St. a couple 




of hours ago.

TRA’



What are you going to do Brandon?

BRANDON




Give me all the data. Did you dupe




everything?
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TRA’



Yes I did.
BRANDON




Thanks Tra’. I need your car.




I’m going to the hospital.
TRA’



I’m going with you.
BRANDON




No! It’s too dangerous. Meet me at my




apartment at 4:30. Make sure your not




followed.
TRA’



O.k. Brandon. Be careful.
Brandon slips out of the backdoor.
EXT.PLASMA CENTER - EMPLOYEE PARKING
Sneaking into Tra’s car, he notices the blue Ford, parked

and waiting. Brandon starts up the car and floors it.

SCREEEEEECHHHH!!! Tires peel as he bolts into traffic.
 -- SCENES OF A CAR CHASE --
EXT.CLAYTON COUNTY HOSPITAL - E.R. DOORS - 3:50 P.M.
Brandon bails and runs through the E.R. doors. 
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INT.HOSPITAL STAIRWELLS

In the stairwell, he quickly climbs flights of stairs.
He sees the agents closing in on him.
EXT.MEDICAL OFFICES - HALLWAY

Brandon sees more agents at one end of the hallway.

INT.CHIEF MEDICAL OFFICER’S OFFICE - 3:58 P.M.
He barges into the Chief’s office.
Brandon is shocked --
CMO REAGAN




We’ve been expecting you Brandon.

There in Chief Reagan’s office are Special Agent Burrows,

Special Agent Kirkland, Soup kitchen Food Service Director  

Dan McIntyre, Dora Martin, and other agents -- 

BRANDON
(out-of-breath)



Sir I have reason to believe...
KIRKLAND




That’s enough Hayes!! 




We know what you know!!
BURROWS




Brandon isn’t it? You and Joseph 
were pretty resilient.
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BRANDON




Chief what’s going on??
CMO REAGAN




Brandon, this is Special Agent Kirkland,




and Special Agent Burrows with the CIA.
BRANDON




What??
CMO REAGAN




That’s right. They have clearances from




the Government / Department of Defense




to perform these tests and record the data.
BRANDON




The Government is killing innocent people




for research? What about saving lives and 




the American public?
KIRKLAND




That’s what these experimental tests are 




all about, the people and saving lives.
BURROWS




Once this neurological chemical agent




is perfected, wartime casualties will




significantly decrease.
BRANDON




Chief people are sick! 




People are dying on the streets!
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BURROWS




Here’s our analysis charts to date. 




As you can see the fatality rate  




is less than four percent.
Brandon reviews the charts --
BRANDON




It just seems wrong to test something in




people without them knowing it. Shouldn’t




they have a choice?
KIRKLAND




Hayes, we’ve never been this close as to the



development of such a medical breakthrough!




Stop testing now and the DoD would have 




wasted millions!
BRANDON




What about Joseph?
KIRKLAND




It was unfortunate. We had a tail on you




two and were about to bring you in when




he was killed. Homicide has the man who’s



responsible in custody.
BURROWS




Had you two just forgotten about it, left




it alone and walked away, all would have




been well. It’s his own fault he was




murdered. Jack-off interns!!
Brandon lunges at Burrows.

The agents contain him --
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BURROWS




Don’t even think about it son!!

CMO REAGAN




That’s enough Hayes! There’s nothing 




we can do to bring him back.
Kirkland hands Burrows a file folder --
BURROWS




Brandon Patrick Hayes, 
born : Brooklyn, NY. Queens County hospital. One of five children born to Terrance and Yvonne Hayes. Should I go on?
BRANDON

(sarcastic)




You have the folder.
KIRKLAND




Here’s the way it is. You three have 




only two options. Option one...
BURROWS




Forget everything you have uncovered.  




Then just walk away.
BRANDON




What’s option two?
BURROWS




A witness protection program 




where there are no witnesses!
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BRANDON




Is he serious?
CMO REAGAN




Yes, very serious.
KIRKLAND




The choice is yours son. By the way, let




us have the gun now and no charges will




be filed against you.
BURROWS




In fact, why don’t we escort Mr. Hayes




to our special ops field office and give




him some time to think about his choices.

Two agents step up and escort Brandon.

EXT.CMO OFFICE - MEDICAL OFFICES - HALLWAY

The three of them walk to the elevators.

EXT.ELEVATORS - GROUND FLOOR - 4:13 P.M. 
It appears surreal to Brandon as he walks to the E.R. doors.

Suddenly...BLAMM!!!! SWOOOOOSHHHH!!

The E.R. doors burst open, E.M.T.’s rushing in --

E.M.T.#1




She’s convulsing!!




We have to save the baby!!!
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E.M.T.#2




Out of the way people!!!

One of the agents is knocked down, the other leaps 

out of the way. Brandon escapes down a side corridor.

INT.HOSPITAL - SIDE CORRIDOR

He sprints quickly. He sees an Emergency exit door,

trips it, then ducks into a broom closet.

The agents run through the exit door.

Brandon peers out.

INT.HOSPITAL - SIDE CORRIDOR

Next, Brandon slips unnoticed into a surgical prep room.

SMASHCUT TO:

INT.CMO REAGAN’S OFFICE

Agent Burrows’ cell rings --

BURROWS




Agent Burrows...YOU WHAT???...

(angrily)




Get back to the E.R. and secure  

the floor from the inside. If you’re

outside, he still has to be inside

the hospital! Do it now!!

KIRKLAND




What’s going on??
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BURROWS




Our agents lost him!




This kid persists on being




a pain-in-my-ass!!

CMO REAGAN




So what do we do now?

BURROWS




He’s in the building so we search




the hospital floor-by-floor starting




with E.R.. You stay with these two,



Reagan and you two, come with us! 

Burrows and a group rush out of the office.

INT.HOSPITAL CORRIDOR

Brandon, now wearing scrubs and mask, walks quickly.

He assumes the role of a patient escort --

BRANDON




Okay mam’, I hope your stay was pleasant.




Remember to take any medication prescribed




by your doctor to assist your breathing.




We’ll see you on your next visit, okay?

PATIENT

(pesky)




Why are you pushing me so fast??




Slow down sonny! My husband is 




right over there!!
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EXT.HOSPITAL - EMERGENCY ROOM DOORS  

Brandon pushes the wheel chair up to the ride-assist.

The agents hurriedly push their way through behind him.

Brandon quickly walks away.

INT.HOSPITAL - EMERGENCY ROOM LOBBY - 4:22 P.M. 
All the Government agents gather --

BURROWS




Any sign of him?

The agents stand in disarray --

BURROWS

(frustrated)




DAMMIT!!! I want two agents on every




floor. Kirk, take him and go up one.




Reagan, I.D. every person in or out




of this E.R., we have more agents on




the way NOW MOVE!!!! 

Burrows and the others scatter.

SMASHCUT TO:

EXT.BACK STREETS - NEAR CLAYTON COUNTY HOSPITAL - 4:30 P.M.

Brandon is in an all-out sprint!

As he turns the corner...CRASSHH!!!!

He runs into a group of young adults --
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BRANDON



Sorry...

He begins to run again when he notices a cell-phone.

Brandon grabs it and runs.

CUT TO:

EXT.FREDERICK DOUGLASS CITY PARK - 4:31 P.M.

Brandon makes his way across the park and crawls 

into a children’s clubhouse.

He dials Tra’s number --

BRANDON

(winded)




Hello Tra’?...

-- SPLIT SCREEN --

TRA’




Brandon?

BRANDON




Where are you?

TRA’




I’m coming up to your place now.

BRANDON

(panicked)




NO!! Don’t go in!!
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TRA’




Why? What’s going o...

She sees agents rushing into Brandon’s apartment.
Tra’ quickly changes direction --

BRANDON




Tra’? Are you still there??

TRA’




There’re agents going into your




apartment right now Brandon!

BRANDON



It’s worse than we thought!




Even Chief Reagan is in on it!!




The soup line, Joe’s murder,



the CIA is behind it all!!

TRA’




What do we do now? Who can we tell?

BRANDON




I don’t know, but have to get someplace




safe until we figure all this out.

TRA’




Where Brandon?
He thinks --
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BRANDON




Get as much cash as you can.




Meet me behind the place we




went on our first date...

TRA’




You mean at the...

BRANDON




NO! They may have your cell tapped!




Just be careful and I’ll see you




there 2 hours before the first shift.

TRA’




Got it!

-- ONE SCREEN --
They both hang up.
Brandon leaves the cell in the clubhouse.

He climbs out, then carefully leaves the park.

CUT TO:

INT.HOSPITAL - CMO REAGAN’S OFFICE

Burrows, Kirkland, and CMO Reagan discuss Brandon --
KIRKLAND




We’ve searched practically every inch




of this hospital and still no sign!
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CMO REAGAN




He could be hiding in a crawl







space or a void somewhere.

BURROWS




Continue with the search and keep




two agents on every floor until




I give further notice.

KIRKLAND




Jim...you think he’s still




in the building?

BURROWS




Honestly, I think he’s on the run.




But he has to turn up someplace 




and when he does...I’ll be there!

-- DISSOLVE --
DISSOLVE TO:

EXT. FACTORY STREET - MACHINE SHOP - 10:20 P.M.

Brandon crosses police tape and crawls into a window.

INT.MACHINE SHOP - BAY AREA

He goes into the bay, where Joe’s body was found.
Brandon grabs an old blanket and beds down --

BRANDON




We can’t g out like this Joe!




You didn’t die in vain bro’!

-- DISSOLVE --
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DISSOLVE TO:

INT. MACHINE SHOP - BAY AREA - 4:00 A.M.

Brandon dreams --
-- FLASHBACKS --

He and Joseph’s first day as interns...the training
...the duties...the friendship...the bond...the autopsy

...the suspension...their last day on the street...

Joseph’s body...NOOOOO!!!

SMASHCUT TO:
INT.MACHINE SHOP - BAY AREA - 4:35 A.M.

Brandon awakes, sweating and out of breath.

He looks at his watch --

BRANDON




Damn!
Brandon gets up and leaves the warehouse.

EXT.FACTORY STREET - MACHINE SHOP 

Brandon hurriedly walks several blocks, 

into the Midtown restaurant district.

EXT.MIDTOWN RESTAURANT DISTRICT - WOODWARD AVE - 4:50 A.M.

He goes into an alley, adjacent the HORSESHOE CAFÉ.
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EXT.HORSESHOE CAFÉ - BACK DOOR - SERVICE AREA

BRANDON

(quietly)




Tra’?

TRA’

(quietly)




Over here Brandon! You’re late!

BRANDON




I know. Do you have everything?

TRA’




Yes. And then some.

BRANDON




Ok. Let’s go.

TRA’




Wait. I have a car.

BRANDON




Where?

TRA’




Parked in the next alley.

BRANDON




Let’s go.

Cautiously, they both get over to the next alley. 
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EXT.MIDTOWN RESTAURANT DISTRICT - ALLEY - 5:00 A.M.
They both get in and drive away.

-- DISSOLVE --

CROSSFADE TO:

INT.SPECIAL OPERATIONS OFFICE - 6:30 A.M.

BURROWS




More than 12-hours ago we determined



this fugitive had escaped our custody




at Clayton county hospital. We have 




roadblocks set up on all the major




hi-ways and local police are right




now combing Detroit. If he’s in the




city, we’ll find him...

KIRKLAND




If he’s not, we’ve initiated an A.P.B.




for Brandon Hayes and Tra’ Kelly.

He holds up two ‘wanted’ printouts --

KIRKLAND




Wanted for the murder of Joseph Renquist.




This A.P.B. is being broadcast in the 




Tri-State area as we speak. Are there




any questions?...Dismissed.
Agents grab their gear and leave.

CMO Reagan walks over to Burrows and Kirkland --
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CMO REAGAN




Is all this necessary?




I mean...

KIRKLAND

(irked)




What Reagan?? Is there something




you want to share with us?

CMO REAGAN




No.

BURROWS

(grittingly)




Well then sit down, shut up,




and let us do our job!

Burrows and Kirkland stare at Reagan. He stares back.

Reagan leaves.

CUT TO:

EXT.NORTHERN OHIO - INTERSTATE 80/90 - DRIVING
Brandon and Tra’ stop for gas.

EXT.INTERSTATE 80/90 EAST - QUIKSTOP - 7:03 A.M.

Brandon pulls over to the pumps --

BRANDON




It feels like we’ve been driving




all night. Do you need anything?

99

TRA’




Just some coffee.

Brandon gets out and walks toward the store.

He looks back, Tra’ smiles and waves.

INT.QUIKSTOP - CONVENIENCE STORE

Brandon gets sandwich’s, coffee, red bulls,

and a pre-paid phone. He walks over to the counter --
BRANDON




All this and $35 on pump #2.

CLERK




No problem.

BRANDON




Say, how far are we from Cleveland?

CLERK




About an hour. Just stay on 80/90 




and you’ll run right into the city.




Oh yea, you have to stop the pump.

BRANDON




Thanks.

As Brandon turns and goes back into the isles, 

he hears the A.P.B. broadcast behind the clerk counter.

The clerk turns around...Brandon is gone.
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EXT.QUIKSTOP - GAS PUMPS

As Brandon walks over to the car...Tra’ is gone!

Nervous, he pumps gas --

BRANDON

(to himself)




Ok Tra’ where are you?
Tra’ emerges from the restrooms. She walks over --

TRA’




I could’ve sworn there was 




something growing in there! 




I was about to...

BRANDON

(panicked)




Tra’! We have to go!




Get in!

They both get in and hurriedly drive away. 

INT.CAR - INTERSTATE 80/90 - DRIVING

TRA’




What’s wrong?

BRANDON




I just saw an A.P.B. on the news for us!
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TRA’




A.P.B.?? For us??

BRANDON




Yea, for murder!

TRA’

(shocked)




Murder?? We didn’t kill anybody!!

BRANDON




We’re being framed for Joe’s murder.

Brandon speeds through traffic and merges --

BRANDON




We have to ditch this car.




I’m sure the clerk got our tag.

TRA’




Brandon I’ve got something.

Tra’ reaches into her gym bag and shows him

Ohio state license plates --

BRANDON




Where’d you get these?

TRA’




My neighbor works on cars all the time.




This is my sister’s car and it’s reliable.




Change the tags and we should be alright.
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BRANDON




You’re quite something Tra’!




What gave you this idea?

TRA’




My sister and I took a few joyrides




as teens growing up. I haven’t always




been the ‘good girl’ you know.

BRANDON




I see. But what about the make and model?

TRA’




Are you serious?? Do you know how




many blue Honda Accords are in and




around Detroit every day?

SMASHCUT TO:

INT. SPECIAL OPS. OFFICE - 7:45 A.M.

Kirkland rushes in and over to Burrows’ desk --

KIRKLAND




Jim! We just got a call on this!!



Hayes and Kelly were spotted at a




Quikstop on Interstate 80/90 about




an hour ago!

BURROWS




That means he’s already out of the




state. Did we get a make on the vehicle?
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KIRKLAND




90’s model, blue or black 4 door




Honda Accord license number...

BURROWS

(frustrated)



Do you know how many 90’s model




blue or black Honda Accords are




in Tri-State area? Only hundreds!




Maybe even thousands!!

Silence --
BURROWS




Get some agents out to the Quikstop.




Find out what else the clerk knows.

KIRKLAND




The report says Hayes did ask him




how far they were from Cleveland.

BURROWS




That’s good. He seems to be headed




to New York so put a team together




and set up roadblocks around Akron




and Cleveland to the Penn state line.
KIRKLAND




We’re on it Jim!

Agents scramble with Kirkland.
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CUT TO:

EXT.NORTHERN OHIO - INTERSTATE 80/90 - 8:05 A.M.

Brandon drives.

INT.CAR - INTERSTATE

Brandon detours --

TRA’




What’s this? I thought we 




were going to New York?

BRANDON




By know there are roadblocks




set up at the state line.
TRA’




So what’s your plan?

BRANDON




I’m not going to New York.

TRA’




Then where?

BRANDON




West Virginia.

Brandon exits onto HWY 250 --
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TRA’




West Virginia? Who’s out there?

BRANDON




My parents...

Brandon negotiates one lane traffic --
BRANDON




My Dad was a detective with the NYPD




for 30 years. He joined the force




in VA, married my mom and moved to




New York. That’s where I was born.

TRA’




So they don’t live in New York anymore?

BRANDON




Up until about 2 years ago. My Mom had




a stroke in 2005 and her condition has




gotten progressively worse. She went




blind a couple of years ago and it’s




been hard for her to get around.

TRA’




I’m sure.




(beat)




How does your Dad handle all of that?

BRANDON




He’s a good man. His belief in God




keeps him strong and focused.
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TRA’




I guess he would have to be for your mom.

Brandon ponders his Dad --

BRANDON




Yea...

(beat)




So 2 years ago Dad moved Mom out of the




city to a SMALL FARM her family owned.




Just so she could have peace and rest.

TRA’




So this farm is in Ohio?

BRANDON




No. West Virginia.




(beat)




What about your folks?
TRA’




There’s not really much to tell.




My father left my mother after




my sister was born.

BRANDON




What about your mom?

TRA’




She passed away a year after my sister




was born. The medical reports say due




to complications from the pregnancy.
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BRANDON




Wow...after a year?

TRA’




Exactly! When I began to research




her death, I found she had a rare




blood disorder.

BRANDON




Have you informed the hospital




doctors and staff about that?




Her prime-care doctor should have...

Silence --

BRANDON




I’m sorry Tra’. I didn’t mean to push.

TRA’




That’s ok.




(short beat)




What I also found was that the hospital



tried to remove any recorded tests of




her condition.

BRANDON




Do you have a lawyer?

TRA’




Yes we do.

BRANDON




That would be you and your sister?
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TRA’




Yes. PRISCILLA is all the family 




I have. I owe it to my mother to





take care of her.

BRANDON



I’m sure she would have wanted it




that way. Everything’s going to




work out for you. Trust me.
TRA’



Thanks Brandon, for caring.

BRANDON




Maybe my Dad can help.

TRA’




You think so?

BRANDON




We should be at the farm in about




3 hours. You can talk to him then.




But right now, I need to change 




these tags.

Brandon pulls over on HWY 250 South. 

CUT TO:

INT.SPECIAL OPS. OFFICE - 9:55 A.M.

The office is busy --
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BURROWS




Do we have an update from 




Ohio state police?

AGENT




Nothing yet sir.

BURROWS




AGENT TURNER! Did you get those files?

TURNER




Working on it!

KIRKLAND




Jim, we’ll have a bird in the air



before noon. If he’s on the road




we’ll find him!

BURROWS




Find him we will, and soon.

KIRKLAND




One thing has me worried though.




If the kid goes to the media,




we may have to suspend testing.

BURROWS




All he has is a hunch.




Right now, all he has is information.




Information that without a credible




source is just propaganda.
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KIRKLAND



So you think he won’t go to the media?
BURROWS




I’m saying not right now.




But he’s not done, not by a longshot.

KIRKLAND




So what do we do to handle this?

BURROWS




Find him and find him quick.




I’m sure he knows we’re close.




This kid is smart, but he forgot one thing.

KIRKLAND




What’s that Jim?

TURNER




Here are those files sir.

Turner hands Burrows a file. Burrows reads --

BURROWS




Gotcha! This is what he forgot!




(short beat)




Is that bird ready to go?

KIRKLAND




They’re fueling up now.

BURROWS




Let’s go.
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SMASHCUT TO:

EXT.TRUCK STOP - OHIO/WEST VA. STATE LINE - 10:20 A.M.

Brandon pulls up to the gas pumps --

BRANDON




We’re about an hour from the farm




so we’ll gas up now.

TRA’




I should call Priscilla.

BRANDON




Not now. We’ll rest for a few hours



then we’re on to Arlington. It should




be safe to call then.

TRA’




Is there a ladies room here?

BRANDON




It’s on the inside and I’m sure




it’ll be a lot safer.

TRA’




Very funny...

Brandon chuckles.

Shortly after Brandon fuels, he waits for Tra’ --
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BRANDON




C’mon! Where are you?

Brandon gets out and goes into the Truck stop.

INT.TRUCK STOP - MINI-MART

Brandon walks over to the restrooms when suddenly --

TRA’

(surprised)




Oh! Brandon you scared me!

BRANDON




What were you doing?

TRA’

(hesitant)




I was...

BRANDON




We have to leave.
They both walk out, get in and drive away.

EXT.INTERSTATE 70 - 10:45

INT.CAR - DRIVING
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BRANDON




Are you alright?

Tra’ gazes out of the window --

BRANDON




Are you okay?

TRA’

(nervously)




Yea..um, yes I’m fine.

BRANDON




What’s wrong?

TRA’




I just don’t...

BRANDON




Tra’,I know this is a lot




but it’ll all be over soon.

SMASHCUT TO:

INT.POLICE HELICOPTER - FLYING

BURROWS




Here’s the new flight coordinates.




We need to get there like yesterday.

PILOT




Roger that sir.
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KIRKLAND




What’s this?

BURROWS




Just sit tight Kirk and enjoy the ride!

CUT TO:

EXT.WEST VIRGINIA - FARMLAND - 11:10 A.M.

-- MONTAGE --

Brandon drives through picturesque farming landscapes.

He remembers visits to his mother’s farm as a child.
Farm animals...fresh air...fields of corn...his parents.
