t owar ds DOOMER fromthe entrance. ER K RHODES | ooks excited
to see her until she runs clean past himand hol ds DOOVER S
hands, resulting in himlooking quite affronted.

DOOVER
Li kew se. .

PRI NCESS ALMAS

She | eads the way, still holding DOOVER S hand. Everyone
foll ows them i nside.

EXT. STAGE. EARTH

ORPHEUS and JAGUAR are playing "Elysia," a keyboard and
acoustic guitar nedly on their respective instrunents and

t he audi ence is rapt. ORPHEUS especially appears to have an
aura around himas he plays that |ike space dust spreads
across the audience, and a few of them w pe away tears.

JAGUAR | ooks out at LENI, whose face we can't see but

i nstead we see her sil houette, showi ng she's alone in the
crowd. When they're finished, they earn a raucous appl ause
that's al nost as inpressive as what Elpis got on the titular
pl anet. ORPHEUS takes a bow while JAGUAR reluctantly

foll ows.

ORPHEUS

He stands smling with his arns out for a few seconds and
then foll ows JAGUAR backst age.

DOOMVER, | ESU, and ERI K RHODES are onstage on O yana, whose
dom nant col our schenme is soft pinks and creans, and even

the stage calls to mnd a massive white lily w thout the
st anens.
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STARMVAN, nmeanwhile, is surrounded by COLYANANS who are
roughly the sanme hei ght and have green skin and their heads
are covered in what ook |like floral hats acting as hair,
and even their clothing |looks |ike they're made of oversize
flowers. He is hal fheartedly signing autographs.

OLYANAN 1
What an honour it is to neet you,
Man of Stars!

STARVAN

l"mglad to nmeet you, too. Sorry
|"mnot up there singing for you.

CLYANAN 2
Not at all, this in and of itself
is fortuitous. To get to speak with
you i s a dream

STARVAN
You really love us, huh...

OLYANAN 3
O course! Your songs are so ful
of |onging and hope, your dreans
fromyour little planet planted the
nost curious of seeds.

STARMAN
They di d?

OLYANAN 4
Yes. Humans are a tragi c species
and yet you have boundl ess | ove and
i magi nation. It's a shane you have
convi nced yoursel ves you cannot see
it.

STARMVAN
We have, huh... You know, you're
right, now that | think about it.
Thank you so rnuch.

The OLYANANS smile at himand STARMAN hi nself sm | es and has
renewed energy as he signs autographs and soon excuses
hinself to join DOOMVER, |ESU, and ERI K RHODES on the stage.
The AUDI ENCE cheers as STARMAN picks up his guitar and takes
the m crophone and begins playing the starting notes of
"Flipside."

STARVAN
“I look in the mrror and see a
stranger, not even ny name is mne
anynore..."

The audi ence cheers loudly as the song conti nues.
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EXT. STAGE. KLELLI A.
Title card: Klellia

The planet Klellia has very little actual land; in fact the
only land is an islet in the mddle of endl ess blue ocean,
and the attendants this tinme all appear to be nerpeople with
various seastars and crustaceans and kel p adorning their

hai r.

STARMAN, DOOMVER, | ESU, and ERI K RHODES all stand on the
islet which itself is surrounded on all sides with
KLELLI ANS. They are playing their own cover of "Space
Qddi ty".

A smal |l skiff carrying seven REFUGEES, this tinme ones that
| ook |i ke cat people no taller than two feet, sails with
vari ous KLELLI ANS either noving out of their way or gently
pushing them forward |ike a nosh pit.

When the skiff stops in front of a group of KLELLIANS and
capsizes, IESUis the first one to stop playing and dives
into the crowd and they carry himtowards the REFUGEES.

He picks up three of them and the surroundi ng KLELLI ANS pi ck
up and ferry over the remaining four. They are all carried
over to the stage islet where IESU is pulled up by ERIK
RHODES nost prom nently, and DOOMER t akes the REFUGEES from
hi m whi | e STARVAN take the rest.

| ESU t hen checks each of themto see if they' re okay and
thankfully all of themare, if alittle shaken. Wile he's
kneeling they all surround himimparticular and lick his
face and rub against himin thanks.

| ESU
How about sonething just for you
guys?
The REFUGEES cheer and I ESU sits down and plays a short song
for themon his bass guitar which still elicits appl ause

fromthe audience at large as well as the REFUGEES. IESU is
t hen pounced on by them and he | aughs as they cuddle up to
himjust |ike cats would do.

Later, after the show, DOOVER is relaxing on the islet while
| ESU and ERI K RHODES are swiming with the KLELLI ANS, and
STARVAN hinmself swins up to the islet and clinbs upon it.

STARNVAN
Hey, Doomer, |'ve been thinking.
You and the princess are really
getting along, right?

DOOVER
|'d say so, yeah
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STARNVAN
So things are probably getting
serious.

DOOVER

More or |ess. \Wy?
STARMAN hesi t at es.

DOOVER
Yeah, it is unfair, isn't it? But
if it helps, you' re the reason the
best thing that ever happened to
me, well, happened to ne.

STARVAN smirks but you can tell that stung a little.

DOOVER
And you're having fun right now,
aren't you? We couldn't do this
back on Earth, worrying about
everyt hing and not hi ng. Being
pl ugged into the workings of the
world. It's all so far away now,

it's nice.
STARVAN
That's true.
DOOVER
"1l be honest, the thought of us
di sbandi ng sucked. |'m nore

nmoti vated than ever to do well
know ng we can hang out like this
soneti nes.

Beat. STARMAN is affected by what he said, and he turns to
face the water

STARVAN
Thanks, man. | guess | know what |
wanna do now.

Bef ore DOOMER can respond, STARMAN junps back into the water
and resunes sw mm ng. Shortly after he | eaves, ER K RHODES
and IESU join himon the islet.

DOOVER

So... | think he's figured it out.
| ESU

Yeah, eh.
ERI K RHODES

It's for the best, guys. He had to
conme around on his own.

They murnur in agreenment as STARMAN swi ns.
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| NT. PRI NCESS ALMAS' S CASTLE

PRI NCESS ALMAS is now in front of her mrror, which has a
smal|l marble sink underneath it. It is filled with silver
wat er and bright pink water lilies with two green |ilypads.
She washes her face with the water and hol ds her hands in
prayer once again. Her reflection in the mrror fades as it
becones silver just |ike the water.

Inside the mrror we see LENI wearing STARVAN S cl ot hes,
| ooki ng around at outer space. Her body | anguage is
defensive, she doesn't take a single step, especially as
it's Iike she's standing rather than floating. PRI NCESS
ALMAS t hen appears beside her, taking her hand.

PRI NCESS ALMAS
Pl ease, do not be afraid. You seem
lost, | only wish to help you.

LENI
Ww, | thought angels saying "be
not afraid" was just a nene.

PRI NCESS ALMAS
|"'mafraid | do not understand. But
at the sane time | very nuch do
under stand your feelings.

LENI
O course, | guess you and | have a
ot in conmon, eh.

PRI NCESS ALMAS
Wiy yes, absolutely! Just as you

love Sir Starman, | admire Sir
Doomer .
LENI
(1 aughi ng)

Dooner woul d | and soneone |ike you,
he | ooks |ike a depressed groom |
guess.

PRI NCESS ALMAS

Qutside of the mrror, PRI NCESS ALMAS prays nore, this tine
you can vaguely hear her nunbling. Inside the mrror, in
LENI'S dream a sled being led by silver wolves pulls up,
and PRI NCESS ALMAS escorts her onto it.
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Now pl ease hold on, they haven't
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been out for a long run in a while,

so they're awmful |y excited.

She rouses themto begin running and LEN
They pass several constellations quickly,

hol ds on tight.
and a faraway shot

reveal s that they have becone a conet thanks to the
shi mering | unar dianond dust that PRI NCESS ALMAS' S gown,
train, and hair give off. LENI, now accustoned to the speed,

| ooks around and is visibly rel axed.

LENI

Man, space is a lot smaller than
you' d think, going this fast.

PRI NCESS ALMAS

PRI NCESS ALMAS
Yes, Mot her.

QUEEN MORVARI D
Come al ong now, nake haste.

PRI NCESS ALMAS sighs and follows her out of the frane.
| NT. LENI AND STARVAN S APARTMENT - CONTI NUQUS

LENI rubs her eyes and lets out a big yawn as she slowy
sits up in her bed.

LENI
Damm. .. What a cruel dream..
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She pauses, and the sound of the TV fromthe living roomis
barely audi bl e. She wal ks over to see that JAGUAR, ORPHEUS,
and XI MENA are watching the news.

REPORTER
We have just received word about
unusual el ectromagnetic activity
fromthe Milligan Nebula, which is
57.4 billion light-years away from
Earth. Researchers are | ooking into
what this neans, if there are signs
of life. They describe the waves as
sounding i ke nusic, albeit heavily
di storted. Speaking of Milligan,
t he President has announced t hat
social media platforns that fail to
conply with increasing restrictions
will face heavier fines up to and
i ncludi ng sei zure of assets..

JAGUAR
(under his breath)
Tch. What a j oke.

ORPHEUS
Musi ¢, huh? That's ki nda neat.

Xl MENA
|'d love to hear music from anot her
wor | d.

ORPHEUS

Musi ¢ from anot her world, huh..
Jag, you and | shoul d nmake that,
eh? Forget about reuniting with
t hose guys?

JAGUAR
You m ght be right, huh... W noved
on for a reason, after all.

Xl MENA
| was gonna say, what was the rea
reason you left?

JAGUAR
Eh... It's kinda personal

ORPHEUS
Yeah, we... Wuld rather not talk
about it.

Xl MENA

You know |I'm not gonna tell anyone.

ORPHEUS
Sure, but you've only now convi nced
us you're not just a stalker.
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XI MENA
Al'l right, fair enough. But that's
exciting, | get to be present when

your new duo is born!

JAGUAR

LENI
We're not tal king about you.
Quys... Let's talk in my room
okay.

ORPHEUS
She m ght get suspicious, though.
At this point we're gonna have to

tell her.
JAGUAR
| guess you're right. Hey, you.

JAGUAR

Between themis a slice of red vel vet cake and a chocol ate
sundae, bites fromboth sides to indicate they' ve been
sharing. They each have their own | arge nugs of coffee for
STARVAN and hot chocol ate for LEN .
